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About the 2010 FLC Awards

The FLC Awards Program annually recognizes federal laboratories and their industry
partners for outstanding technology transfer efforts. Since its establishment in 1984 the
FLC has presented awards to nearly 200 federal laboratories, becoming one of the most
prestigious honors in technology transfer.

In 2010 the FLC will present awards in the following categories:

Award for Excellence in Technology Transfer — recognizes recognizes
science and technology employees in FLC laboratories who have accomplished
outstanding work in the process of transferring federally developed technology.

Laboratory Director of the Year Award - honors directors of FLC laboratories
who have made maximum contributions to support technology transfer activities
in their organizations.

FLC Service Award — recognizes significant contributions to the Consortium.
Awards are presented in three categories:

= Harold Metcalf Award — for an FLC laboratory employee who has
provided sustained significant service to the FLC as an organization.

= Representative of the Year Award — for an individual FLC
Representative who has made the most significant contribution to the FLC
program in the past year.

= Qutstanding Service Award - for an individual who is not an FLC
Representative or Alternate for a notable contribution to the FLC in terms
of sustained support and/or service.

Interagency Partnership Award — recognizes agency and/or laboratory
employees from at least two different agencies who have collaboratively
accomplished outstanding work in transferring a technology.

Outstanding Technology Transfer Professional Award - recognizes the
efforts of a technology transfer professional (or team) who has demonstrated
outstanding work in transferring a technology. Those who are involved thoroughly
with the technology transfer process but are not recognized by the FLC Award for
Excellence in Technology Transfer—including Technology Transfer Program
Managers, Office of Research and Technology Application (ORTA)
Representatives, and Commercialization Managers—are considered for this
award.
